This is an example document. To utilise this format, please ensure that you insert the appropriate, specific information for your own class and the specific grouping. Consider all of the following elements. Once you have developed your own document and process, this can be updated for different classes, different groups and different levels (Level 3 or Level 4)

1) Create your own document header
2) Select the number of weeks (e.g., 6 from 8)
3) Create the process: Length of sessions, breaks etc.
4) Select the correct dates
5) Select the start and finish times for the complete triad session
6) Set document expectations (case notes, client log etc.)
7) Link to the possible criteria which is available
8) Review criteria in the candidate learning record
9) Link to criteria
10) Discuss how the candidate will create and present
11) Discuss how they will indicate criteria claimed on their presentation
12) Discuss how the candidate will develop their own peer/tutor feedback sheet
13) Discuss appropriate presentation of CAS to claim criteria
