TC-L4 Self-Review 1 for Candidates

demonstrating reflective skills. Apart from being a requirement for internal assessment, they also
enable you to take responsibility and keep track of your own professional and personal development.
This is self-review 1 and should be completed during year 1 of the qualification. There is a separate
template for self-review 2 which is completed during year 2.
